Discipline Policy

There are two methods used to guide the children’s behavior, prevention and intervention.  Preventative strategies are used to increase the likelihood of positive behavior.  They include having a Pre-School program that fulfills the needs of the children, providing a happy warm supportive atmosphere, giving praise and encouragement towards positive qualities, providing choices and explanations, and setting limits.

Intervention methods are used to stop and redirect undesirable behavior.   These methods include calming, redirecting and reassuring the children.  Staying calm being close to the child, acknowledging the child’s feelings, and focusing on the behavior as unacceptable (not the child), can assist the child in gaining control. 

 All disciplinary action taken is reasonable in the circumstance and communicated to the child when it is developmentally appropriate.  We will not inflict or cause to be inflicted any form of physical punishment, verbal or physical degradation or emotional deprivation.  We will not deny or threaten to deny any basic necessity or use or permit the use of any form of physical restraint, confinement or isolation.

Serious Illness or Accident

If a serious illness or accident happens while your child is at the Pre-School we will obtain medical attention, as well as notify the parents.
